% A summary of the grant’s purpose.
¢ How much funding the grant program has, and how many awards it will be distributed among.
%% Links to additional information about the program.

On some grant opportunities you will find:
¢ An orange “New” graphic in the upper left. This graphic makes it easy to find grant opportunities
that were not in the previous issue of the Federal Grants Alert.
% A selection of between one and four relevant special information boxes which convey important
information about the grant. You can see all six varieties of these boxes below.

This box will let you know if
there are any strikingly similar
appropriations accounts available. This
box is alwavs liaht red.

Grant attributes: This box includes
important information such as eligibility
criteria beyond being a local
government, and cost  share
percentages -- which almost all grants
have some form of. This box is always
purple.

If
there is an exemplar applicant their
case will be reviewed in this box. This
box is always blue.

Commerce Invests Over $1
Million in University-based
Economic Growth

Last month, US. Commerce
Secretary Gary Locke
announced $1.14 million in
Economic Development
Administration (EDA) grants to
universities in eight states to
support the University Center
Economic Development
Program, a partnership between
the federal government and
academia that helps make the
varied and vast resources of
universities available to local
communities.

“The Obama Administration
strongly supports the job-
creating, innovative research
and development that takes
place at our nation’s colleges
and universities,” Locke said.
“These EDA grants will help
spur innovation and
entrepreneurship and create
higher-skill, living-wage jobs by
helping ideas make it into the
marketplace more  quickly.”
The University Center program
provides local government and
nonprofit organizations with
resources to better analyze the
economic needs of local
communities. ¢
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Explore and Enjoy Our Heritage
First Lady Designates 29 New
Preserve America Communities
First Lady of the United States
Michelle Obama has signed and

sent designation letters to 29
new Preserve America
Communities, bringing the
total nationwide to 843.
Benefits of designation include,
among other things, White
House recognition and the
eligibility to apply for Preserve
America Grants. More than
$20 million in matching grants
has been awarded to 259
projects  throughout  the
country since 2006 to support
community efforts to
demonstrate sustainable uses of
their historic and cultural sites,
focusing on economic and
educational opportunities
related to heritage tourism.
Grant amounts range from
$20,000 to $250,000. The
latest application deadline was
February 12, 2010; grant
awards will be announced in
the spring of 2011. ¢
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Congress Slashes Broadband
Grant Funding for Teacher Aid
Bill

Last week, President Obama
signed new legislation that will
cut approximately $302 million
in federal broadband grants and
use those funds to stave jobs
losses among teachers. The
House was called into a rare
special session while on August
recess to consider the bill. The
bill contains $16 billion for
Medicaid and $10 billion to
prevent the loss of an estimated
300,000 public sector jobs
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across the US. — including
some 160,000 teachers.

The broadband cuts come from
the National
Telecommunications &
Technology ~ Administration’s
$4.7  billion budget for
broadband stimulus grants. The
Obama Administration
allocated $7.2 billion to the
NTIA and Department of
Agriculture to grant money to
projects that bring broadband
connections to rural areas. So
far, the NTIA has awarded $1.6
billion and will give out its
remaining funds within six
weeks. The stimulus funds,
meant to spark economic
growth immediately and longer
term, are among government
efforts to bring affordable
broadband to all Americans.

USDA Announces Recipients
of Conservation Innovation
Grants

Agriculture  Secretary Tom
Vilsack announced August 12
the winning proposals for the
2010 Conservation Innovation
Grants (CIG). CIG provides
funding support for innovative
efforts to address variety of
environmental issues. USDA's
Natural Resources
Conservation Service (NRCS)
administers CIG as part of the
Agency's Environmental
Quality Incentives Program
(EQIP). Grants are awarded to
state and local governments,
federally-recognized Indian




tribes, non-governmental
organizations and individuals.

NRCS  received 230 full
proposals and awarded nearly
$18 million in Conservation
Innovation Grants for 61
projects representing 43 states
and US. territories of the
Pacific. Grant recipients provide
matching funds to CIG bringing
the total value of the approved
projects to more than $35
million. In  addition to
addressing traditional natural
resource issues such as water
quality, grazing lands, and
forest health, projects receiving
awards also address emerging
natural resource issues,
including  agricultural  air
emissions, energy conservation
and market-based approaches
to conservation.

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Senate Banking Committee
Backs Federal Grants for

Sustainable Communities
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The Senate, Banking, Housing
and Urban Affairs Committee
approved S. 1619 by voice vote
this month, legislation that
would provide billions of
dollars in federal grants to help

communities better plan for
affordable housing and public
transit.

In its current form, the bill
would establish within the
Department of Housing and
Urban Development an office
to develop initiatives to help
urban, suburban, and rural
communities plan for and
create affordable places to live
and work, authorize $475
million over four years to make
grants for the development of
plans that would integrate land
use, housing, and
transportation to create livable
communities. It also would
authorize $2.2 billion over
three years for grants to enable
communities to develop and
preserve affordable housing,
support transit-oriented
developments as well as
improve public transportation.
As originally drafted, it would
have authorized $400 million
for the planning grants and
$3.75  billion  for  the
development grants. ¢
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LaHood Announces Winners of
$293 Million in Bus and

Streetcars

Transportation Secretary Ray
LaHood last month announced
the winners of $293 million in
competitive grants for bus and
streetcar projects. All told, the

funding will be distributed
among 53 projects, chosen from
more than 300 applicants. The
largest blocks of funding will
help build streetcar projects in
Cincinnati, Charlotte, Fort
Worth, and St. Louis, as well as
rapid bus corridors in New

York and Chicago.

While streetcar  projects
received the largest individual
grants, most of the funding will
go toward bus projects,
including a number of grants
for smaller cities to build,
expand, or improve stations.
Several bus projects have an
information component,
promising to make service more
predictable and convenient by
giving riders a clear sense of
when buses will arrive. Also on
the list is Boston's regional
bike-share network, slated to
receive $3 million to help build
more than 500 public bicycle
stations. The bike-share project
made the cut because of its
potential to expand the reach
and accessibility of the bus and
rail system.

The funds are being distributed
through two competitive grant
programs that LaHood
announced last December. The
"Urban Circulator" and "Bus
and Bus Livability" programs
are tied to the President’s
multi-agency livability
initiative. The funding streams
are separate from DOT's larger
competitive grant program,

known as TIGER. ¢




Senate Passes Bill to Curtail Homeland Security Earmarks
Efforts Could Give Funding Boost to Competitive Grants

A movement
to restrict
congressionally directed
spending (“earmarks”)
in homeland security, a
relatively new area of
the federal
appropriations process,
appears to be gaining
momentum.  But, as
one source of funding
seems to be on the chopping block, another could
be in line for future increases: competitive grants.

When the Department of Homeland Security
(DHS) was created in 2002, President Bush
negotiated a ban on DHS earmarks with Congress.
The purpose was to provide the new agency with
enough room to fund its security priorities without
facing political pressures that would have distorted
its funding decisions. Since that time, however,
the annual Homeland Security spending bill has
included increasing numbers of congressionally-
directed expenditures that lawmakers set aside for
projects within their respective districts. Those
earmarks have diverted millions of dollars from
competitive grant programs for projects that some
critics, including Senator John McCain (R-AZ),
complain have little to do with homeland security.
Taken as a whole, earmarked funds have left
relatively few program funds for the competitive
grant process.

Perhaps the clearest example of the above can be
found in FEMA’s Emergency Operations Center
(EOC) Grant account. Routinely targeted by
congressional members, the EOC Grant program
provides funding for construction or renovation of
state and local EOCs. Local authorities continue
to push for federal financing to build Emergency
Operations Centers arguing that emergency
personnel rely on them to coordinate response and
recovery efforts during major catastrophes.
Responding to such demand, Congress last year

earmarked over $47 million of the $57.6 million
made available to FEMA to distribute through its
competitive program.

In light of a shrinking funding-pie for competitive
grants, calls to eliminate earmarking within the
Homeland Security spending bill altogether have
grown increasingly loud. Legislation (S. 3249)
proposed in April by Sen. Joseph Lieberman (I-CT)
and cleared by the Senate in June represents a
strong first attempt at doing just that. Because of
an amendment sponsored by Sen. Tom Cobumn
(R-OK), a well-known critic of earmarks, the bill
now specifically prohibits pre-disaster hazard
mitigation grant funding from being earmarked.
As reported to the Senate, the Predisaster Hazard
Mitigation Act of 2010 amends the Robert T.
Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance
Act to require the President to:

“Award financial assistance under the pre-
disaster hazard mitigation program on a
competitive basis; and...Prohibits funds
appropriated or otherwise made available to
carry out such program from being used for
congressionally directed spending. Requires
the Administrator of the Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA) to report to
Congress explaining the reasons for
awarding any grants using procedures other
than competitive procedures.”

While S. 3249 has yet to become public law, we are
already starting to see its influence. The FY 2011
Homeland Security spending bill, which was
approved by a House subcommittee in July,
includes $57.1 million (for 73 projects) in
congressionally-directed spending, a roughly 48
percent decrease from $109.7 million (for 151
projects) allocated in FY 2010. While a decrease in
earmarking may simply be the result of a self-
imposed House Republican moratorium on
earmarking, it is important to note that House




FEMA EOC Funding Allocations
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Democrats cut their Homeland Security earmark
totals by roughly 20 percent.

We also see interesting developments coming out
of the Senate Committee on Appropriations, which
reported its FY11 Homeland Security spending bill

last  month. In Senate Report 111-222
(accompanying S. 3607), the Committee
recommends  “$31,520,000 for Emergency

Operations Centers, instead of no funding as
proposed in the budget. Of the amount provided
$15,760,000 shall be competitively awarded.”
When compared to the $57.6 million made
available through FEMA’s EOC grant program for
FY 2010, we see that not only is overall
programmatic funding down significantly, but the
ratio of earmarked funding to competitive funding
has been altered drastically.

Whereas roughly 18 percent of EOC funding was
distributed via competitive grants in FY10, the
Senate bill would increase grant funding to 50
percent of the total sum.

While it may be too early to attribute a decrease in
earmarking to a shift in the priority Congress places
on DHS competitive grant funds, recent
developments may make you think twice about
sitting out FEMA’s next round of grant offerings.
We will continue to watch these developments
closely in the weeks and months ahead. ¢




A look into federal funding avenues for local government
drug prevention and treatment programs

first with grant opportunities following.

Congressionally Directed Spending

Congressionally directed funding for drug prevention
initiatives can come through a variety of discretionary
accounts within the Commerce-Justice-Science, Labor-
Human-Health-Services, and Defense appropriations
bills passed annually by Congress. Those most
commonly pursued are the Office of Justice Programs
(OJP) Byrne Discretionary Grants, OJP Juvenile Justice,
Community Oriented Policing Services (COPS)
Technology and Meth, Drug Interdiction and
Counterdrug Activity, and various Department of
Health and Human Services accounts. Occasionally a
drug-related earmark will appear in the Economic
Development Initiatives (EDI) account, but not often.

Figure 1 below shows the total number of drug related
earmarks from the accounts discussed; the most
frequent sources of funding are found in the OJP
programs. Figure 2 graphs the dollars spent on drug
programs in each account; by far the most related
earmarks and largest funded accounts are the OJP
programs.

The OJP Byrne Discretionary Grants account is most
likely the best choice for your community to use to
pursue funding for juvenile drug related programs. In
FY10, the account contained $185.3 million in
congressionally  directed spending, which is an
approximate 4% increase from the $178.1 million in
FY09. Drug related earmarks in this account typically
range from $300,000 to $500,000 and can be used for
a variety of anti-drug projects. Some examples of
relevant FY10 earmarks from this account are $300,000
to Jersey City, NJ for a Drug Elimination Program,
$300,000 to Altoona, PA for a Drug Treatment and
Prevention program, and $1,000,000 to Waterbury, VT
for the Vermont Drug Task Force.

Similar to the OJP Byrne Discretionary Grants account
is the OJP Juvenile Justice account. In this account anti-
drug project earmarks are often of smaller amounts --
typically ranging from $100,000 to $200,000 — but
they all focus on youth programs. Some examples of
relevant FY 10 earmarks from this account are $125,000
to Bronx, NY for SFI Anti-Drug Programs for At-Risk
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Youth, $100,000 to Tarzana, CA for the Prevention, | Grant Opportunities

Resource, Information, and Drug Education (PRIDE)
Project, and $80,000 to Colquitt, GA for the Too Good
for Drugs After-School Program.

Both the Community Oriented Policing Services
(COPS) Technology and Meth accounts provide funds
to enhance police departments’ efficacy. Although they
are not specifically focused on reducing drug related
activities, there are often about 15 earmarks that do so.
Related earmarks in this account typically range from
$200,000 to $500,000 and are often directed to drug
task forces. Examples of relevant FY10 earmarks from
this account include $350,000 to Wytheville, VA for
the Southwest Virginia Drug Task Force Assistance,
$200,000 to Sikeston, MO for the Southeast Missouri
Drug Task Force, and $400,000 to Oroville, CA for the
Drug Endangered Children Program.

Finally, the Department of Health and Human Services
has a number of accounts that fund juvenile drug
prevention projects. Previously funded projects focus on
drug abuse prevention and youth programs. However,
these earmarks are almost exclusively for nonprofit
organizations rather than local governments. There is
precedent for local governments to receive this funding
— for example, San Diego, CA received $95,000 in 2009
to address the risks of homelessness, violence and drug
abuse among returning veterans.

Adult and juvenile drug grant programs are often
funded through the same agencies that provide
congressionally directed funding — the Department of
Justice and the Department of Health and Human
Services. Multiple grant programs are made available
each year through these, but there are currently no
relevant federal grant opportunities open.

Following is a list of some recent grant opportunities
that may be available in FY 2011 or beyond:

e The COPS Secure Qur Schools Program
[$16,000,000] which closed on July 2, 2010. It
provided funding to assist with the development of
school safety resources. These funds may have been
available for a juvenile, drug related program at
school.

e The Edward Byme Memorial Justice Assistance
Grant (JAG) Program [unspecified funding amount]
that closed on June 30, 2010. This grant was
designed to provide funding for local efforts to
prevent or reduce crime. It could have been applied
for under the assumption that drug use is itself a
crime and that drug use results in further crimes.

e The Community Resilience and Recovery Initiative
[$4,200,000] which closed on May 28, 2010. It was
designed to improve behavioral health outcomes
through enhanced coordination and evidence-based
health promotion, illness prevention, treatment, and
recovery support services in communities affected by
the recent economic downturn. ¢

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How they did it: The Chippewa Valley
Museum (CVM) successfully applied for
and received one of the planning grants
available under this program. Their
Intersections project linked the local
community’s background with a unique
project proposal that they distinguished
from previous museum exhibits in the
area. Their entire application as separated
into four sections: 1) Nature of the
Request, 2) Introduction to the Project, 3)
Project Description, and 4) an Audience
analysis. In the Nature of the Request
section, there was a quick summary,
specificity of what formats CVM intended
to use, what would be accomplished at the
end of the planning period, and a four part
mission statement about what CVM hoped
the public would learn from the exhibit. In
the Introduction, CVM elaborated the
history of the project and established its
scholarly merit and relationship to existing
projects. The project description section
went in depth about what CVM intended to
put together from components to play
spaces to multimedia components and
then specified the three different time
periods of the region that the exhibit is
planning to consider. Finally the audience
analysis looked at the local population and
visitors to the region and concluded that
the regional residents would be their
primary audience. This project was
successful because it provided a specific
plan with goals that could be tracked and
met within the scope of the grant. If you

The Department of Transportation (DOT) is currently soliciting applications for its National
Infrastructure Investment Grants (TIGER II) program, which is for capital investments in surface
transportation infrastructure for projects that will have a significant impact on the Nation, a metropolitan
area, or a region. This program will consist of $600,000,000 distributed among an unknown number
awards. No less than $140,000,000 of the funds will go to projects in rural areas.

Eligible projects include, but are not limited to highway or bridge projects, public transportation projects,
passenger and freight rail transportation projects, and port infrastructure investments. Grants may be not
less than $10 million, except for projects located in rural areas where the minimum grant size is $1 million.
Unlike TIGER 1, TIGER II projects do not have a set completion date although TIGER II funds are only
available for obligation through September 30, 2012.

Due to the overwhelming enthusiasm displayed by the 1,400 applications for TIGER I last year, the
TIGER II application window is two months shorter. No preference is given to previous TIGER I
applicants in the selection process. Local governments are eligible to apply.
