On behalf of the City of Havelock, I respectfully request your assistance in securing fiscal year 
2010 appropriations funding for the following projects so important to our community. We are 
grateful for your continuing SUppOlt. 

1.) Havelock Wastewater Plnnt Improvements 

In 2007 Havelock began a three-phase process to expand their wastewater treatment capacity to 
address growth and environmental concerns. Over the next decade the city must expand their 
treatment capacity from 1.9 million gallons per day (mgd) to 3.5 mgd, which will cost an estimated 
$28 million dollars. The City recently committed $450,000 and completed an engineering study and 
is in the process of obtaining State division of Water Quality permits to implement the 
improvements recommended in phase 1, which will cost at least $9.8 million. The City is seeking 
federal funding assistance with the construction activities in phase 1. 

Phase 1 
There are two primary components to Phase 1. The first is to relocate the discharge of the plant from 
Slocum Creek to directly into the Neuse River. With the increased output from the plant expansion, 
Slocum Creek will push the nutrient loads in Slocum Creek above permitted amounts for the water 
body size. The new discharge location is expected to be several miles away and discharge directly 
into the Neuse River. The cost ofthe relocation will be between $8,400,000 and $13,700,000 

The second component to Phase 1 is the expansion of the current plant from 1.9 mgd to 2.25 mgd. 
This would consist of installation of larger and additional pumps, installation of larger ultraviolet 
disinfection units, installation of additional piping and an additional pumping station. The City will 
need to complete the construction of phase 1 by 2010 in order to meet increased demand without 
placing growth restriction on development. These improvements will cost $1,400,000. 

We respectfully request $1,000,000 from the FY 2010 Interior, Environment and Related Agencies 
Appropriations bill, State and Tribal Assistance Grant Account, for the City of Havelock's 
Wastewater Plant Improvements. 
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2.) Slocum Road/Highway 70 Traffic Improvements 

The intersection of Slocum Road and US Highway 70 has serious safety and traffic congestion 
problems that need immediate mitigation. The intersection has a single relatively short left tum lane 
ii-om eastbound Hwy 70 onto Slocum Road. That tum cUlTently has very heavy traffic flow entering 
and exiting the back gate of Marine Corps Air Station (MCAS) Cherry Point. This traffic flow 
which was 24,000+ in 2005 is escalating as personnel and commercial vehicles increase at the Air 
Station resUlting from this area's military growth from BRAe and other defense related projects. US 
Hwy 70 westbound is the only major road fi:om the popular beach area ofthe Crystal Coast and is 
designated a hurricane evacuation route. Eastbound Hwy 70 is the only major road to the beach for 
tourist season, effectively tripling the traffic on that particular intersection five months of the year. 

Prevention of accidents and traffic flow at peak travel times is often unmanageable. Accidents at the 
intersection completely block traffic in at least one direction, and the number of accidents is rising 
steadily. Havelock rates the intersection a'l the 5 th busiest within the city limits, second only to other 
entrances and exits to and from the base. Havelock Police Department has processed eighteen (18) 
accidents with injury at or near that intersection between January 1, 2008 and December 31, 2008. 
Just prior to 2008, there was one fatality. Since January 1,2009 to March 9, 2009, there has been one 
(1) accident with vehicle damage and two (2) accidents with injury. The regional office of NC 
Department of Transportation considers resolving the problems at this intersection one of their top 
traffic flow and safety issues, but funding by the city and to the regional office has prevented further 
action until recently. 

The city, with endorsement from the NCDOT Division 2 Regional office and MCAS Cherry Point, 
were last year successful in securing $339,818 offederal funding for the base to undertake a design 
study alternatives to address this problem. The $339,818 funded study and recommendation, 
including preliminary design engineering documents is scheduled to be complete July 2009. Being 
requested is federal funding assistance to pursue implementation of the recommended design. 
Presently, the general opinion between city engineers, state transportation engineers, and private 
consultants is that there are several design possibilities to mitigate the problem. However, it is 
appearing that the most preferable design calls for a flyover for eastbound traffic off ofHwy 70 onto 
Slocum Road, which would cost an estimated $20 million. The requested funding would also go 
towards the initial construction of this project. 

In light of these safety concerns. we respectfUlly request $5,000,000 from the FY 2010 
Transportation. Housing and Urban Development. and Related Agencies Appropriations bill for the 
City's Slocum Road/Highway 70 Traffic Improvements. 

3.) Slocum Creek Bridge Replacement 

The City of Havelock is seeking a federal appropriation to replace the federal bridge at Slocum 
Creek. The bridge, constructed in 1925, is well beyond its service life and is rated as Structurally 
Deficient by the North Carolina Department of Transportation. Included in the North Carolina 
Transportation Improvement Plan, the bridge replacement will cost $2.3 million. That amount does 
110t include funds the City will have to commit to acquire 60 feet of right-of-way to connect Church 



Street which crosses the bridge to an existing service road. Also, approximately 112 mile away along 
this same service road is much commercial development that would have bridge access. 

Preliminary scoping for this project by the North Carolina Department of Transportation has 
begun. Given that this is a federal bridge, the City is seeking $2.3 million for this project through 
the Transportation and Community and System Preservation program. The bridge replacement will 
enhance public safety and improve the flow of people and commerce.

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2.) Slocum RoadfHighway 70 Traffic Improvements 

The intersection of Slocum Road and US Highway 70 has serious safety and traffic congestion 
problems that need immediate mitigation. The intersection has a single relatively short left turn lane 
from eastbound Hwy 70 onto Slocum Road. That turn currently has very heavy traffic flow entering 
and exiting the back gate of Marine Corps Air Station (MCAS) Chen'y Point. This traffic flow 
which was 24,000+ in 2005 is escalating as persomlel and commercial vehicles increase at the Air 
Station resulting fl.·om this area's military growth from BRAC and other defense related projects. US 
Hwy 70 westbound is the only major road from the popular beach area of the Crystal Coast and is 
designated a hurricane evacuation route. Eastbound Hwy 70 is the only major road to the beach for 
tourist season, effectively tripling the traffic on that patticular intersection five months of the year. 

Prevention of accidents and traffic flow at peak travel times is often unmanageable. Accidents at the 
intersection completely block traffic in at least one direction, and the number of accidents is rising 
steadily. Havelock rates the intersection as the 5th busiest within the city limits, second only to other 
entrances and exits to and from the base. Havelock Police Department has processed eighteen (18) 
accidents with injury at or near that intersection between JatlUary 1, 2008 and December 31, 2008. 
Just prior to 2008, there was one fatality. Since January I, 2009 to March 9, 2009, there has been one 
(1) accident with vehicle damage and two (2) accidents with injury. The regional office of NC 
Department 0 f TranspOIiation considers reso Iving the problems at this intersection one 0 ftheir top 
traffic flow and safety issues, but funding by the city and to the regional office has prevented further 
action until recently. 

The city, with endorsement from the NCDOT Division 2 Regional office and MCAS Cherry Point, 
were last year successful in securing $339,818 of federal funding for the base to undertake a design 
study alternatives to address this problem.

3.) Slocum Creek Bridge Replacement 

The City of Havelock is seeking a tederal appropriation to replace the federal bridge at Slocum 
Creek. The bridge, constructed in 1925, is well beyond its service life and is rated as Structurally 
Deficient by the North Carolina Department of Transportation. Included in the NOlth Carolina 
Transportation Improvement Plan, the bridge replacement will cost $2.3 million. That amount does 
not include funds the City will have to commit to acquire 60 feet of right-of-way to connect Church 



Street which crosses the bridge to an existing service road. Also, approximately 112 mile away along 
this same service road is much COlmnercial development that would have bridge access. 

Preliminary scoping tor this project by the North Carolina Department of Transportation has 
begun. Given that this is a federal bridge, the City is seeking $2.3 million for this project through 
the Transportation and Community and System Preservation program. The bridge replacement will 
enhance public safety and improve the flow ofpeople and COlmnerce.
