














the House Education and Labor Committee, to discuss the stimulus legislation that Congtess is preparing
for early next year. Obama also met with several governors on Tuesday in Philadelphia to hear their pitch
for help. Asked how much funding states are seeking, Rendell told reporters that there are at least $136
billion worth of infrastructure projects ready and waiting for funding.

With regard to upcoming action on the hill, Speaker Nancy Pelosi (D-CA) recently told lawmakers to
prepare to return to Washington for a lame-duck session this week. It seems likely that the House will
take up a short-term stimulus measure focused solely on food stamps and Medicaid assistance to states.

Democratic leaders are also deciding whether to call members back to Capitol Hill to act on an auto loan
package. Majority Leader Harry Reid (D-NV) has said he will put a “shell bill” on the Senate floor early
this week to get the process started. Members are considering legislation (S. 3715) that would redirect a
$25 billion Energy Department loan to support bridge loans to the auto industry, with repayments going
to the original program. Senate Democrats have been less opposed to using the existing Energy
Department loan program than their House counterparts. But the details could prove troublesome.

House Democrats have also scheduled a daylong forum on December 9 to review economic stimulus
proposals and discuss national security policy. Matlowe & Company will continue to monitor these and
other developments in Washington.

~ Client Update -

We have learned that House and Senate appropriations committee staffs are currently working behind the
scenes on an FY 2009 omnibus spending bill that could be finished by the time offices close for the
holidays. This spending package would then be passed when the new Congress convenes in early January,
clearing the way for debate on an economic stimulus bill that will contain a strong infrastructure
component. We are actively working with the appropriations committees to assure that funding for the
wastewater treatment plant and recreation center is included in the omnibus bill. Given the speed in
which this package is being put together, we will be hard at work during the holiday period to advance
your priorities.

In addition to working on your FY 2009 project requests, we are already looking forward to the FY 2010
appropriations process, as well as the economic stimulus that will soon dominate Washington come
January. As the ground rules for this legislation develop, we will keep you informed and tell you what you
can do to help. In the meantime, don’t hesitate to contact us with any of your questions.

Although we know the economy is putting a tremendous strain on Havelock, we see the next few months
— and perhaps the next few years — as a period of many long-overdue opportunities for local and state
governments. Since we expect the next three months to be quite busy, we will be working hard to make
sure that the City’s interests are being conveyed to those who are making the funding decisions.

Byrd will remain president pro tempore of the Senate.
